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Class Description
This class fits within the Spring ethics format. In this class we will discuss the cultural backdrop of apologetics, and the work of apologetics today. The class will include examples of apologetics from the past and consider current theological approaches. 


Class Objectives

After taking this class, students will:
· Be able to explain the meaning of the term “apologetics.”

· Understand the contemporary work of Christian apologetics. 
· Have a working understanding of the complexity of the topic and task.
· Be able to identify forms of apologetic opportunities in ministry.
· Create a proposed project on apologetics for further research.
To demonstrate meeting these objectives, students will:


Present in class a text describing the work of apologetics.

Watch videos outside of class and participate in group discussion on the topic.
Write a 300 word essay on an apologetic topic they would like to explore this semester.
