Class Description
This first in the series of pastoral theology classes, places the series in a Trinitarian context and considers key aspects of pastoral care and how it is set in community. 
The class will also review important aspects of building or recreating Christian community both in the parish and using the Iona School community as an example. 


Class Objectives

In this class, students will:
· Develop basic understanding of pastoral care through a Trinitarian lens.

· Develop an understanding of community and how to facilitate growth.

· Understand and articulate established practices for community in the church.

To demonstrate meeting these objectives, students will:

· Participate in discussion of pastoral care in terms of reality, empathy, support and how that model reflects the Trinity:  Father, Son and Holy Spirit.
· Participate in discussion of communities that they have seen to be successful and those that are or were not and why.
· Describe the Iona Community in terms of Vogel’s principals.
· Identify common practices of building community in the church and the barriers that are being experienced.
· Discuss the impact of community trust on pastoral care.
